Reflection


This test was the first test I gave during my student teaching experience.  Before the test, I thought the students were well prepared to perform successfully.  We reviewed for two days using a review sheet I made out based on the questions from this test, and I allowed the students to work the problems at the Smartboard during class.  For the most part, the students did average.  I had a few perfect scores, but more students seemed to perform poorly.  The hardest section on the test seemed to be section four in which the students were asked to solve two radical equations.  More specifically, question number fourteen gave the students more trouble than any other question.  Although this question was probably the most difficult, it was frustrating that the students had such a difficult time with it because we worked three examples just like this particular one while reviewing.


For the most part, I feel that this test was a good assessment of our objectives for this chapter.  Radicals seemed to be the hardest chapter the students have encountered so far this year, and some of the grades showed this.  However, I would use this instrument to test the students again in the future.
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
